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Rabin appointed president
of largest college in Israel

Prof. Yoram Rabin, the
former dean of the Haim
Striks School of Law of the
College of Management
Academic Studies in Rishon
Lezion, has been appointed
the new president of the
college, which is the largest
in Israel.
